It is an old Serbian saying: “Who crosses himself with the sign of 
the cross, also fasts on Krstovdan”.  Krstovdan (27 Sept.), or the 
Exaltation of the Life-giving Cross, is the day on which the Church 
of Christ and Her faithful celebrate this event when the Holy 
Cross of our Lord Jesus Christ was found amongst the ruins of 
Jerusalem by Empress Helen, and was gloriously raised, not as a 
sign of defeat, but as a sign of victory.  Our Lord suffered on the 
cross, but having raised Himself on the third day, showed all the 
people of the world that those who believe in Him, and celebrate 
His Resurrection, can also attain eternal life and salvation. 

And is there a better sign than the Cross of our Lord to show us 
all how to live and who to be.  The Cross (+), a sign that shows 
that those who have love and respect for one another (-) can also 
acquire a link with heaven (|), namely with our Living God. 

In this edition, we bring our regular schedule of church services, 
write-ups on Vidovdan and KSS slava celebrations, sermons by 
our Patriarch Pavle, an article on hypocrisy by HG Bishop 
Grigorije (of Herzegovina), communique from the Australian 
clergy conference, along with our regular list of donations given 
by parishioners. 

In our church, every Sunday and on feast days, the Divine and 
Holy Liturgy is served, at which the faithful lift up their prayers 
and offerings, as bread and wine, and with which the faithful 
partake, thus communicating with God.

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Final Words, by protopresbyter Alexander Schmemann  

Father Alexander Schmemann celebrated the Divine 
Liturgy for the last time on Thanksgiving Day.  This was 
particularly appropriate since Father Alexander had 
devoted his whole life to teaching, writing and preaching 
about the Eucharist; for the word eucharist in Greek 
means thanksgiving.  At the conclusion of the liturgy, Fr 
Alexander took from his pocket a short written sermon, 
in the form of a prayer, which he proceeded to read. This 
was a strange occurrence since he never wrote his 
liturgical homilies, but delivered them extemporaneously.  
These were his words, which proved to be the last ever 
spoken by him from the ambo in Church.

Everyone capable of thanksgiving is capable of salvation and 
eternal joy. 
Thank You, O Lord, for having accepted this Eucharist, which we 
offered to the Holy Trinity, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, and which 
filled our hearts with the joy, peace and righteousness of the Holy 
Spirit. 
Thank You, O Lord, for having revealed Yourself unto us and 
given us the foretaste of Your Kingdom.

enter into dialogue. 

We also aim to touch on a 
point from our last Forum, 
namely what takes place 
during the Sunday service 
(or holy liturgy).  This point

bishop, Nikolai of Alaska.   
One thing that I gained from the Keysborough Forum was to see 
so many young Serbs taking an interest in their faith, their 
church, and thus their fate, here in Australia.  I also found it 
encouraging that almost all present clergy (myself included) were 
born outside of Serbia, thus being better equipped to answer 
questions in English, and from a western perspective. 

For too long, Serbian youth in Australia has been excluded from 
“working on its future” by the established, usually older, Serbian 
community. 

This is your chance to show that you care, that you are mature, 
and that you do want to leave your stamp on the future of the 
Serbian community here in Australia.
